MID-YEAR ASSESSMENTS

It is time once again to assess our student's progress. Each kindergarten and first grade
student will receive the following assessments.

NWEA (Northwest Evaluation Association) Reading and Math

DIBELS (Dynamic Indicators of Basic Early Literacy Skills)

DELTA Math (standards-based assessment using K-1 common core standards)

Ottawa has a two-week window to complete the NWEA assessment. DELTA and DIBELS
will be completed by the end of January, beginning of February. DIBELS is given to
students individually.

January 12th will be NWEA Reading
January 19th will be NWEA Math

These sessions are usually 35-40 minutes and can be broken into smaller chunks
depending on the student's needs. The tests are computerized and change according to
the student's skill level. Most questions and answers are read aloud unless the skill
level moves high enough to independent reading for the student.
