Under Michigan law, the District may deny a schools-of-choice application for a student who: (1) is currently suspended from another school district, (2) has been suspended from another school district in the preceding two years, (3) has been expelled from another school district, or (4) has been convicted of a felony. 
Additionally, the District may deny a schools-of-choice application if: (1) the application is untimely; (2) the student applies to enroll in a grade, school, or program for which there are no advertised schools-of-choice openings; (3) there are limited openings in a grade, school, or program and the student was not selected as part of the lottery process described in sections 105 and 105c of the State School Aid Act; or (4) the student does not meet the established criteria for the grade, school, or program that apply to the District’s resident students.
Finally, for a child with an Individualized Education Program (IEP) who resides in a district in an intermediate school district that is contiguous to [the intermediate school district in which the District operates], the District may not enroll the student as a schools-of-choice student unless the District and the student’s resident district enter into a cost-sharing agreement.
